Dear Parent:

The Pluggie's Pal program is designed to get your child involved with hands on fire prevention.  It is intended to keep the child's interest all through the winter months when sudden snowfall hides fire hydrants from our view.

Here are some helpful hints for you and your child to follow:

1.  Pluggie's Pal is a winter watch only.

2.  To make a hydrant marker:



a.
Made out of plywood, 5 feet high and 3 inches wide.  

b.
Paint the top 8 inches red, with the letters "FIRE" painted in white.  Your child can paint his or her name on the marker.

3.  Each child will clear a 4 foot circle around the hydrant.

4.  A 3 foot path should be cleared from the hydrant to the street.

5.  Report the following to the Fire Department:


a.
Port caps missing or broken (Pluggie's ears and nose).


b.
Water leaking from your hydrant.

6.  Hydrants will be assigned on a first come, first served basis.

7.  All hydrants will be monitored to make sure that your child is a good caretaker.

To report any problems with your hydrant or any other hydrant, please have your child call "PLUGGIE" at the Downers Grove Fire Department at 434-5980.  Your child will receive a certificate with the location of the hydrant.  Best of luck with your new pal.
